• You need to be studying level 3 qualifications (A level, BTEC Level 3, T Levels, 
Access, IB or any other Level 3 qualifications) which hold UCAS points and will be 
receiving their final results in the Summer 2025. 

 
• You need to have received an offer to study a full-time undergraduate course 

(including extended programmes) at our Greenwich, Avery Hill or Medway Campus 
(excluding the Medway School of Pharmacy), which commences in September 2025. 

 
• You will be a new full-time undergraduate, paying the maximum tuition fee of 

£9,535 

 
• You need to have participated in a minimum of 4 of our outreach activities, of which 

3 must be GREat Skills workshops. Other interactions can include (please see 
below table):
